Building upon the Introduction of GIS, 
students explore applications in general business as well as en-
vironmental and civil technology. Hands on experience with 
the analytical tools provided by GIS, such as spatial analysis is 
applied to solve case studies.

HVAC 100 Refrig Hand Prep & Testing 
This course covers the laws pertaining to section 
608 of the U.S. EPA Clean Air Act including the 
environmental impact of refrigerants, refrigerant 
venting and handling laws that pertain to CFC, 
HCFC, and HFC refrigerants.  Students can re-
ceive certification in one or more areas upon suc-
cessful completion of the certification test re-
quired by the EPA.  This class meets only twice.

CNT 120 Network Communications Technology 
Network Communications technology. Topics include basic 
terminology associated with network signaling, media, the 
public network, local area networks, mainframe communica-
tions, architectures, terminal types, multiplexers, modems, and 
terminal controllers. Different types of networks a reintro-
duced. A laboratory fee is required. Prerequisite courses re-
quired for eligibility.
