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SUGGESTED GUIDELINES for
WRITING a COMMENCEMENT SPEECH

Taken from: Public Speaking Handbook, Second Edition by Steven A. Beebe and Susan J.
Beebee:

Commencement Addresses must fulfill two important functions:

o The commencement speaker should praise the graduating class. The audience includes the
families and friends of the graduates, as well as the graduates. One should acknowledge the
significance of the graduates’ accomplishments. It can be very appropriate to relate to this
audience based on the speaker’s experiences during his/her own educational pursuits. The
speaker who commemorates this event pays tribute to those who have helped along the way and
provides information on the accomplishments of the graduates.

e The commencement speaker should turn graduates toward the future. The commencement
address it not to bemoan the world’s problems but rather suggest bright new goals and inspire
graduates to reach those goals.

Keep these points in mind as you prepare:

Delivery Style:
e use vocal variety

e use inclusive eye contact with the audience
e project a positive attitude

Lanquage Choice:
e use correct grammar
e Dbe imaginative

Content:
e reference educational impact of HACC on your life
e include goals (educational, personal, career)
e make a connection with students (future vision)
